Listening to The Concerns D

Haylink has been working over the last two months to include residents’ feedback in its Masterplan. Below includes a summary of the
main issues emerging from the First Stage Public Exhibition, along with a brief explanation of how we are responding to these issues —
more details are contained within each of the subsequent exhibition boards.

Issues Raised

Access to the Site

There were some concerns/ confusion over access
routes into the site, along with question over the
implications on traffic levels (including construction
traffic) resulting from the proposed development.

Improvements to Local Roads

A number of suggestions were made regarding off-site
highways improvements, particularly in terms of
additional improvements such as pedestrian
crossings, speed cameras and warning signs.

Preserving the Site’s Heritage

It was suggested that as many historic structures on
site should be retain as possible and that there should
be a viewing area by the mast.

Retention of Buildings & Uses

There was questioned as to why certain buildings
have been chosen for restoration and not others.
There was particular interest in retaining the drill hall
and the building containing the swimming pool. There
was also interest in retaining the swimming pool use,
although the financial implications of doing this were
recognised by most people
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Haylink’s Response

Access through the site is proposed from the northern boundary
which links the B1456 Main Road to King Edward VIl Drive and
Shotley Marina. The only access from Caledonia Road will be for
emergency vehicles and pedestrians and cyclists. There will be
limited construction traffic at Caledonia Road during Phase One
construction. A construction management plan will be developed
to ensure construction traffic is routed efficiently and managed to
ensure minimal disruption to residents.

Haylink has given full consideration to the suggestions for
additional off-site highways improvements and has held further
discussions with Suffolk County Council. Although Haylink
cannot include all suggestions in their proposals, as explained in
more detail on the transport related boards, a considerable
number of highways improvements along the B1456 are being
proposed, including ftraffic calming measures in both
Woolverstone and Chelmondiston.

The proposals seek to preserve and maintain the main historic
structures on the site, which include the Fort, Ceremonial Mast,
Martello Tower L and main gates, railings and lamps. Appropriate
interpretative materials will be provided around the Fort to
enhance the presentation of the monument to visitors. It is also
the intention that there will be a seating area and litter bins in
close proximity to the historic structures. An ecological, historic
and landscape management plan will be submitted with the new
scheme.

The new scheme proposes to retain four of the existing buildings
on the site, with the remaining merely being low quality buildings
that have fallen into disrepair with no particular merit. The
retained buildings will incorporate a range of different retail,
commercial and leisure uses.

We are proposing to retain the drill hall and the building which
contains the swimming pool, although it is not financially viable
to retain the use of the swimming pool, which has fallen into
disrepair. It is the intension to use this building as an indoor
sports hall. It is also proposed to include a swimming pool as
part of the retirement village. It is intended that the indoor sports
hall and swimming pool will be available to both future residents
and local people on the Peninsula.
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
